48 deaths so far

Potential quotes:

“There has been heavy damage along the West Louisiana coast around the Lake Charles area.”

“It seems that the little town of Cameron has been the most heavily affected.”

{the number of drownings}  “At this moment the Coast Guard is out looking for either survivors or victims of this storm.  They’ve commandeered all boats in that area and until they come in and make their report there will be no actual knowledge of just how heavy.” 

“We do know that there have been 48 deaths so far.”

“We expect to bring a thousand of the survivors from Cameron into Lake Charles tonight and put them in a shelter.  Last night in Lake Charles there were 3,000 people who remained overnight and during the store we had 20,000 people in Lake Charles alone in Red Cross shelters.”

“Other parishes have been affected too.  The 2,000 people who were affected by the water and wind in Acadia Parish, 6,000 of them were in shelters.”

{reports of 200-300 people dead:} “That’s a rumor.  That has not been confirmed by either Red Cross or the government agencies working with Red Cross.”

{population of Cameron about 900:}  “That’s about right – around a thousand.”

{only one building, a church, left standing in town:}  “We haven’t had a confirmation of that.”

“We have a man who just flew in there…flew over into Lake Charles and is going there by boat.”
