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Saga by the numbers.
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As a precursor to the May 14 annual meeting, Saga makes its proxy filing, and here’s some of the interesting stuff to be mined there, mostly about compensation.  President/CEO Ed Christian made a total $1,242,024 last year, starting with a base salary of $793,000 and adding on bonus of $350,000 and “other compensation” of $98,025.  “Other” covers the usual CEO bag of automobile, medical expense reimbursement, executive medical plan, country club dues, and “personal use of a private plane.”  The $1,242,024 figure compares to $1,061,029 in 2010 and $1,008,350 in 2009.  Christian didn’t get a performance bonus last year.  Senior VP/CFO Sam Bush made $367,208, built on $313,812 in base salary, then $30,000 in bonus and about $23,400 in other comp.  EVP/Group Program Director Steve Goldstein made a total of $475,470.  Recently-promoted Senior VP of operations Warren Lada banked $379,552.  Senior VP, corporate secretary and director of business affairs Marcia Lobaito made $205,801.
