The Audition Environment

1. Audition combines the functionality of two programs within one piece of software:

2. Waveform Editor – for highly detailed & sophisticated editing

3. Multitrack Editor – for creating multitrack productions

Audition Workspace:

Once windows are brought into a workspace, they are arranged as frames and panels; a frame contains one or more panels.  Frames and panels are the main elements in a workspace and can be rearranged to suit particular needs.

Panels can have divider lines at the top, bottom, left or right.  If a divider icon appears while hovering over one of these lines, you can click and drag to resize the panel (see p.28).

Blue drop zones are areas of the screen where a panel or frame will dock when it’s dragged to that zone.  Frames can also be dragged into drop zones using the frame gripper in the frame’s upper right corner.

A floated window exists outside of an Audition Workspace and can be dragged anywhere on your screen.

Frame drop-down menu:

· All frames have a drop-down menu in the upper right corner; the most common options are:

· Undock Panel

· Undock Frame

· Close Panel (same as clicking a tab’s Close box)

· Close Frame

· Maximize Frame

Status Bar:

This is located at the bottom of the workspace and is a permanent element that cannot be floated or docked.

Navigation:

1. Three main elements:

2. Opening desired files and projects, typically with Audition’s Media Browser

3. Playback and recording with the Waveform Editor or Multitrack Editor

4. Zooming in or out to specific parts of files within one of the Editors

The Media Browser is an enhanced version of the browsing options offered by the Windows and MacIntosh operating systems.

Zooming acts the same way it does with a camera…zoom out to see more of the file, zoom in to see less of the file.

Within the Waveform and Multitrack Editors you can place markers (or cues) to indicate specific places you want to navigate to immediately.  The playhead jumps to markers quickly, thus speeding up navigation.
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
