Creating and Recording Files

The optimum input level should never go into the red on a level meter.  Once a file is recorded you can use Audition’s amplitude or normalize effects to adjust the volume.

· Default settings:

· 44100 Hz is the sample rate used for CDs…the universal sample rate for audio

· most studies show that few people can tell the difference between 44100 and 48000 (or higher)

· 24 bits is the preferred bit resolution rate (binary digit) because it provides adequate headroom for most audio jobs

· Arming a track:

· in the Multitrack Editor mode you need to select which track you wish to record in

· clicking the red R button arms the track, or readies it for recording

· Drag & Drop:

· like other forms of computer work (word processing, image editing, web layout) you can select an exiting file to work on by dragging it from its file location and dropping it into either the Waveform Editor or Multitrack Editor

· Importing tracks:

· files recorded on CDs are in a proprietary format (CDA audio) so they can’t be dragged

· Audition allows you to extract audio from CDs and place it in the Waveform Editor

Template – a snapshot of all session settings at the time of saving a file  

Audition includes several but you can also create your own.
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
