Editing Clips

Crossfading – provides smoother transitions between the end of one clip and the start of another

It is possible to play one clip on top, and one underneath in the same track, simultaneously…choose Edit > Preferences > Multitrack and select “Play overlapped portions of clips”

Snap Button – a tool to move a clip so it snaps precisely to the beat of the music

Trim Tool – appears as a red right bracket

Mashup – two pieces of music playing simultaneously

1. Two options for Exporting Clips:

2. single file via Waveform Editor

3. single file via Multitrack Editor to Desktop, flash drive or designated folder

Ripple Delete –removes a selected section of a file…the section to the right of the deletion automatically moves left to where the edit started to close the hole

Panning – the process of altering a sound’s position in the stereo field (left, right, center of anywhere in between)

Global Clip Stretching – lengthens clips proportionately to fine-tune total, combined length…beware of extreme amounts of stretching because it sounds unnatural
Stutter Edits – commonly used in pop music…they slice & dice clips into pieces and reassemble them in a different, rhythmic order
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
