Scoring Audio to Video

Audition is not a video editor and can not edit the video preview.

Audition can create a separate video preview track at the top of the workspace.

Markers – used to create places in a video where there are important transitions or events which might be used as references for audio editing

Hit point – short sounds used to add audio accents to a video’s highlights or transitions…hits are usually percussive

Automatic Speech Alignment – important when processing dialogue in movies.  Location dialogue tends to be noisy so the actors will come into a studio later to overdub certain parts of the dialogue.  This is called looping or Automated Dialogue Replacement (ADR).

Audition automates this process.  You load the original dialogue into one track of a multitrack session, then record the new dialogue into a second track.  Audition compares the two and uses a combination of stretching and alignment to match the new dialogue to the original.

Adobe Premiere Pro is a video editing software package that includes an Edit in Adobe Audition command.
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
