A news editor is doing a story about a new bridge that is opening after Roaring Creek flooded last year washing out the old bridge.  The reporter is interviewing Roland Lively, head of the County Department of Transportation.

In the audio interview Lively says:

We were just going to repair it.  Fortunately, some state and federal money was available, and we were able to do it a lot quicker than we had expected.”
